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FIEP-80 YEARS COMMITTED TO PHYSICAL EDUCATION

After many attempts to create an international organism for Physical Education, FIEP was founded in
1923. When itwas created, it had close commitments with Ling Swedish Gymnastics.

After the administration of Lefebure (Belgium), Einar Nerman (Sweden) and Joseph Thulin (Sweden),
FIEP breaks its original ties to Swedish Gymnastics Guidelines and starts taking universal positions under the
presidency of Antonio Leal de Oliveira (Portugal).

The World Physical Education Manifesto was published in 1970, when Pierre Seurin (France) was
FIEP’s president. Later, John Andrews (England) consolidated FIEP’s movement worldwide.

Currently FIEP’s President is Manoel Tubino and FIEP once again adopts a World Physical Education
Manifesto. It has been making its international goals even wider and has also reinforced its initial statutes.

Introduction

Founded in 1923, the Fédération Internationale d'Education Physique — FIEP, has complied with its
historical commitments and has left deep marks in the History of Physical Education around the world. It has
certainly played the main role within the knowledge of the area in the 20th century.

At the commemoration of its 20" anniversary, an overview of its historical background and its
interrelations with the development of Physical Education itself will bring some remarkable facts back to the
international debate.

The reconstitution of FIEP's long life must start with the Idea of creating an international organism for
Physical Education, and it culminates nowadays with FIEP's World Manifesto — launched in the year 2000.
Doubtlessly, this Manifesto was FIEP's greatest achievement before its 80th anniversary.

Theldeaand Its Evolution

Since the beginning of the 20" century, the Physical Education community in Europe defended the
creation of an international organization for Physical Education. This determination was clear in the Paris
Physical Education International Congress, held between August 30th and September 9th, 1900. On this
occasion a Permanent Commission for Physical Education was instituted including 16 countries. The President
of the Commission was D'Mosso (Italy), the Vice-President was Démeny (France), and some of its members had
international prestige, such as Fosseprez (Belgium), Cabezas (Chile), Klez (Denmark), Chryssafiz (Greece),
Torngren (Sweden), among others.

The Institute Internationale de I'Education Physique was created in July 1911, at the International
Congress of Odensée (Denmark). It relied upon the following names in the contemporary Physical Education
world: N.F. Sellen (Sweden) as the President, Philippe Tissié (France) and Knudsen (Denmark) as Vice-
Presidents), De Genst (Belgium) was the General-Secretary and Meijers (Holland) was the Treasurer. The
Institute Internationale de I'Education Physigue preceded FIEP, and its work was discontinued during the | World
War (1914-1918).

TheBirth of FIEP through the Fédération Internationale de Gymnastique Educative —FIGE, in 1923

During the International Congress of Brussels (Belgium), in 1923, Nerman, from Sweden, President of
the Congress, advocated the creation of the Fédération Internationale de Gymnastique Suedoise (Swedish
Gymnastics International Federation) in order to integrate Physical Education to the Olympic Games. Gymnastic
performances had already taken place in the Games in 1908, 1912 and 1920 (London, Stockholm and Antwerp).
Nerman's idea spread and Fédération Internationale de Gymnastigue Educative — FIGE was founded on July
11", 1923. This fact is the creation of FIEP itself, which was initially named so. Its original statutes, approved in
1923, were written in its original language (French), and already reveal the great responsibilities FIEP took over at
its very origin.

The two first articles in its statutes clearly state that FIEP was born under the influence of Per Henrick
Ling, and was committed to unite the world of Physical Education by establishing events and publications as its
means of intervention.

The first Board of Directors was made up by:
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President: Lefebure (Belgium)
Vice-Presidents: Einar Nerman (Sweden)
Adolf Chéron (France)
General-Secretary: M. de Genst (Belgium)
Treasurer: Van Blijenburg (Holland)

FIEP's firstyears

According to what has been established in its statutes, the early years of FIGE (FIEP) were marked by
the Swedish Physical Education Doctrines' influence.

There were a few conflicts in FIEP's early years. Among them, the war of methods between the Union
des Societés d'Education Physique, and the military that used Physical Education in their training. FIGE also
struggled for the exclusive rights to make gymnastics performances in the Olympic Games. Those conflicts
increased considerably until the year of 1930, when FIGE changed its name to Fédération Internationale de

Gymnastique Ling—FIGL.
In 1930, FIEP has anew Board of Directors:

President: Einar Nerman (Sweden)
General-Secretary: Berg Von Lide (Sweden)

Einar Nerman, FIEP's second president, managed to consolidate it as Ling Gymnastic's international
organism.

Bulletin FIEP (FIEP Journal) was first launched in 1931, in Swedish. The publication content was the
History of FIGE. In Bulletin FIEP's second issue (1932), the content was the application of Ling's System in
Modern gymnastics and in Sweden. The article was signed by the great name in Physical Education in those
days, Joseph Thulin, who would become FIEP's next president.

Thulin's days (1935-1958)
In 1935, FIEP has a new Board of Directors:

President: Joseph Gottfrid Thulin (Sweden) (1930-1958)
Secretaries: Berg Von Lide (Sweden) (1930-1939)
0. Kragh (Sweden) (1939-1958)

Thulin established ties between FIEP and the Lingiads in 1939, and managed to hold several world
congresses such as the ones in: Brussels/1935 (Belgium), Stockholm/1939 (Sweden), Lisbon/1947 (Portugal),
Stockholm/1949 (Sweden), Bordeaux /1952 (France), Istanbul/1953 (Turkey), Madrid /1956 (Spain) and
Brussels/1958 (Belgium).

President Thulin also promoted several international courses through FIEP, among which were the ones
in Lillsved (Sweden, 1946/1947), Genval (Belgium, 1950), Nivelle (Belgium, 1953), among others. He made an
important trip to South America in 1951, when he brought FIEP to Argentina, Brazil, Chile, Colombia, Peru,
Uruguay and Venezuela.

Thulin promoted the Swedish Method around the world and managed to keep FIEP alive through the I
World War by publishing its Journal.

At the Assembly Meeting of the FIEP World Congress in Istanbul (1953), Joseph Thulin proposes and
the members approve the new title to the federation: Fédération Internationale d'Education Physique — FIEP.

In the 1950's, Thulin realizes that Physical Education is no longer ruled by doctrines and to guarantee
participation in the History of Physical education, FIEP had to resign its absolute dependence to Ling Swedish
Method. That was his perspective at the time he transferred his position to the Portuguese Antonio Leal de
Oliveira, who was FIEP President until 1970.

Leal de Oliveira's days (1958-1970)
When Antonio Leal de Oliveira was elected president, FIEP's Board of Directors was constituted as
follows:

President: Antonio Leal de Oliveira (Portugal)
1°Vice-President: Luis Bisquertt (Chile)
2°Vice-President: Asmussen (Denmark)
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General-Secretary: Pierre Seurin (France)
Treasurer: Fernando Lacerda (Portugal)

Leal de Oliveira's administration was marked by several world congresses such as: Brussels/1958
(Belgium), Helsinque/1959 (Finland), Lisbon/Luso-Brazilian/1960 (Portugal), Liege/1962 (Belgium), Rio de
Janeiro/Luso- Brazilian /1963 (Brazil), Paris/1963 (France, with UNESCO), Luanda/Luso-Brazilian/1970
(Angola), Lisbon/1970 (Portugal) and Lourenco Marques/1970 (Mozambique).

During his administration FIEP organized several courses and training programs in Bordeaux (France,
1959/1965/1968), Lisbon (Portugal, 1962/1965/ 1967/1970), Brussels (Belgium, 1963/1967), Aix-de-Provence
(France, 1963/1966), Warsaw (Poland, 1964) and Helsinki (Finland, 1970).

Antonio Leal de Oliveira’s main accomplishment dates to the year of 1958, when he created a
commission to write the FIEP Physical Education World Manifesto, which would be published in 1970, under
Pierre Seurin's administration.

Pierre Seurin (1970-1984): FIEP's world spreading movement for 14 years

Pierre Seurin succeeded Antonio Leal de Oliveira in FIEP's presidency. He was responsible for the
publication and divulgation of FIEP Physical Education World Manifesto. During his administration, FIEP arrived,
for the first time, in the four continents of the world. His Board of Directors was constituted as follows:

President: Pierre Seurin (France)
Vice-Presidents

That was the period when FIEP Manifesto reached every corner of the world. That document became a
conceptual reference for Physical Education worldwide.

During Pierre Seurin's administration FIEP underwent important structural changes and developed
relevant actions for the international Physical Education scenario. Among those actions are:

a) Thedivulgation of the Manifesto in several languages;

b) At Gdansk Assembly Meeting (Poland/1974), FIEP was divided in sections: School Physical

Education, Sports for All and Voluntary Gymnastics;

FIEP joined other international organisms, and engaged in the creation of new institutions. It also
became stronger in Latin America. In 1966 it promoted the Thulin Award, which was conquered by Hermann
Brandtt, who conceived Tchouckball.

After a long disease, Pierre Seurin was deceased in 1984, when General-Secretary took office as FIEP
President. FIEP and the world had also lost José Maria Cagigal in an airplane accident a year earlier, and Walter
Duffour replaced him as the new FIEP vice-president for Europe.

John Andrews' period (1984-2000)

The historical period in which John Andrews presided FIEP was characterized by the consolidation of
the institution in Latin America and its expansion to Arabian countries. The Board of directors in his administration
was made up by:

The establishment of FIEP's Scientific Section, initially started by Liisa Heinila, and later under
Pierre Parlebas' responsibility;
FIEP organized three sections: Scientific, School Physical Education and Sports for All Sections;
APortuguese language edition of FIEP JOURNAL published by the Brazilian delegate Hebert Dutra
and another edition in Spanish, published by the Spanish delegate Acosta;
Latin America became the region where FIEP's administration was most effective, with events in Foz
de Iguacu (Brazil), Cordoba (Spain) and San Luis de Potosi (Mexico);
FIEP managed to establish important partnership with the Arabian Confederation of Sports for the
promotion of Prince Faisal Prize;
The number of countries with FIEP delegates increased everywhere in the world, going beyond 120;
FIEP collaborated with the Foundation of Sport and Olympic Education — FOSE in the development
of Olympic Education;
In 1996, John Andrews assigns the coordination and writing of Physical Education Manifesto to
Manoel Tubino. The document would be adopted in 2000.

7. Acknowledge great names in world Physical Education and those who have made great contributions
to FIEP by awarding them the International FIEP Cross of Honor.
8. Make efforts to conquer more members to the FIEP's World Community and encourage national
delegates to create nets of vice-delegates.

Introducéo

Este propdsito ficou claro no Congresso Internacional de
Educacao Fisica de Paris, realizado entre 30/8 e 6/9 de 1900. Na ocasido, foi constituida uma Comisséo
Permanente de Educacéo Fisica, com 16 paises, que tinha D'Mosso (Itdlia) como presidente, Démeny (Franca)
como vice-presidente e alguns membros de grande destaque internacional como Fosseprez (Bélgica), Cabezas
(Chile), Klez (Dinamarca), Chryssafiz (Grécia), Torngren (Suécia) e outros.

Os Primeiros Anos da FIEP

Conforme previsto nos seus estatutos, os primeiros anos da FIGE (FIEP) foram marcados pela
orientacéo da Linha Doutrinaria Sueca de Educacéo Fisica.

Alguns conflitos surgiram nos primeiros anos da FIEP. Entre eles, a FIEP foi palco de uma guerra de
métodos entre a Union des Societés d'Education Physique e os militares que se utilizavam da Educacéo Fisica
nas suas preparacoes. Além disso, a FIGE também lutava por uma exclusividade nas demonstracdes ginasticas
nos Jogos Olimpicos. Estes conflitos aumentaram consideravelmente até que em 1930, a entdo FIGE, troca o
seunome para Fédération Internationale de Gymnastique Ling —FIGL.

Em 1930, a FIEP troca de diretoria:

Presidente: Einar Nerman (Suécia)
Secretério-geral: Berg Von Lide (Suécia)

Finar Nerman, como segundo presidente da FIEP, consolidou-a como o organismo internacional da
Ginéstica Ling.

Foi lancado, em 1931, o Bulletin FIEP, no idioma sueco, e o seu primeiro contetdo foi a Historia da
FIGE. No nimero dois do Bulletin FIEP (1923), o contetido recaiu sobre a aplicagdo do Sistema Ling na Ginastica
Moderna e na Suécia, com a autoria do grande nome da Educacao Fisica mundial da época, Joseph Thulin, que
viriaa ser o proximo presidente d FIEP.

Operiodo Thulin (1935-1958)

Thulin compromissou a FIEP com as Lingiadas em 1939 e realizou inUmeros congressos mundiais
como: Bruxelas/1935 (Bélgica), Estocolmo/1939 (Suécia), Lisboa/1947 (Portugal), Estocolmo/1949 (Suécia),
Bordeaux/1952 (Franga), Istambul/1953 (Turquia), Madri/1956 (Espanha) e Bruxelas/1958 (Bélgica).

O presidente Thulin também promoveu pela FIEP inimeros cursos internacionais, como os de Lillsved
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(Suécia, 1946/1947), Genval (Bélgica, 1950), Nivelle (Bélgica, 1953) e outros. Ele também fez uma importante
viagem a América do Sul, em 1951, introduzindo a FIEP na Argentina, no Brasil, no Chile, na Coldémbia, no Peru,
no Uruguai e na Venezuela.

Além de divulgar o Método Sueco pelo mundo, Thulin conseguiu manter a FIEP viva durante a Il Guerra
Mundial, continuando com o seu Bulletin.

Na Assembléia do Congresso Mundial FIEP de Istambul (1953), Joseph Thulin prop&e e é aprovado o
novo nome da Federagéo: Fédération Internationale d'Education Physique — FIEP.

Na década de 1950, Thulin percebe que a Educacao Fisica ndo era mais regida por doutrinas e que
para continuar fazendo parte da Historia da Educagéo Fisica, a FIEP precisava romper com a sua vinculagéo
absoluta ao Método Sueco Ling. foi nesta perspectiva que passou o cargo, em 1958, para o portugués Antonio
Leal de Oliveira, que viria a presidir a FIEP até 1970.

O Periodo Leal de Oliveira (1958-1970)
Quando Antonio Leal de Oliveira foi eleito presidente da FIEP, a diretoria deste organismo internacional
ficou assim constituida:

Leal de Oliveira marcou a sua presenca com inimeros congressos mundiais como: Bruxelas/1958
(Bélgica), Helsinque/1959 (Finlandia), Lisboa/Luso-Brasileiro/1960 (Portugal), Liege/1962 (Bélgica), Rio de
Janeiro/Luso-Brasileiro/1963 (Brasil), Paris/1963 (Fran¢ca, com a UNESCO), Luanda/Luso-Brasileiro /1970
(Angola), Lisboa/1970 (Portugal) e Lourengo Marques/1970 (Mocambique).

A FIEP, nesta gestao, realizou cursos e estagios em Bordeaux (Franca, 1959/1965/1968), Lisboa
(Portugal, 1962/1965/1967/1970), Bruxelas (Bélgica, 1963/1967), Aix-de-Provence (Franga, 1963/1966),
Varsovia (Polbnia, 1964) e Helsinque (Finlandia, 1970).

O principal trabalho de Antonio Leal de Oliveira foi constituir uma comisséo, em 1958, para a elaboragéo
do Manifesto Mundial FIEP de Educacao Fisica, que seria editado em 1970, ja na gestao de Pierre Seurin.

Pierre Seurin (1970-1984): 14 Anos de Mundializagcao da FIEP

Pierre Seurin, ao substituir Antonio Leal de Oliveira na presidéncia da FIEP, foi quem editou e difundiu o
Manifesto Mundial FIEP de Educacao Fisica. Na sua presidéncia, a FIEP, pela primeira vez, chegou aos demais
continentes do mundo. Asua diretoria estava assim constituida:

Foi neste periodo que a FIEP atingiu todos os cantos do mundo pelo seu Manifesto, que passou a ser
uma referéncia conceitual da Educacéo Fisica.
Durante o periodo Pierre Seurin, a FIEP passou por modificagdes estruturais importantes e também
teve agOes das mais relevantes para o cenario da Educacao Fisica internacional. Pode-se citar:
a) Adifusdo do Manifesto em varios idiomas;
b) Na Assembléia de Gdansk (Polénia/1974), a FIEP passou a ser dividida nas sessfes: Educacéo
Fisica Escolar, Esporte para Todos e Gindstica Voluntaria;
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A FIEP integrou-se com outros organismos internacionais, inclusive, colaborando para a criagédo de
novas instituicdes. Também fortaleceu-se na América Latina. Promoveu ainda o Prémio Thulin, em 1966,
vencido por Hermann Brandtt com a concepg¢édo do Tchouckball.

Em 1984, Pierre Seurin, apos longa enfermidade, faleceu e o Secretario-Geral John Andrews assume a
presidéncia. Um ano antes, devido a desastre aéreo, o mundo e a FIEP perdem também José Maria Cagigal, que
foi substituido por Walter Duffour na vice-presidéncia para a Europa.

Operiodo John Andrews (1984-2000)

O periodo histérico em que John Andrews permaneceu a frente da FIEP, caracterizou-se pela
consolidagdo do organismo na América Latina e a expansao pelos paises arabes. John Andrews contou com a
seguinte diretoria:

b) AFIEP ficou com trés secdes: Cientifica, Educacéo Fisica Escolar e Esporte para Todos;

¢) Uma edicdo em portugués do Bulletin FIEP pelo delegado brasileiro Hebert Dutra e outra em
espanhol pelo delegado mexicano Acosta;

d) A América Latina tornou-se a regido de atuacao mais efetiva da FIEP com os eventos de Foz de
Iguacu (Brasil), Cérdoba (Espanha) e San Luis de Potosi (México);

e) AFIEP conseguiu importante parceria com a Confederacdo Arabe de Esportes para a promog&o do
Prémio Prince Faisal;

f) O numero de paises com delegados da FIEP aumentou muito no mundo, ultrapassando 120;

g) AFIEP colaborou com a Foundation of Sport and Olympic Education — FOVE no desenvolvimento da
Educacao Olimpica;

h) John Andrews encarrega Manoel Tubino, em 1996, a coordenar e redigir o Manifesto Mundial da
Educacéo Fisica, que seria adotado em 2000.

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No Congresso de Foz de Iguacu (janeiro/2000), o Manifesto Mundial FIEP 2000 de Educacao Fisica,
redigido e relatado pelo ja presidente Manoel Tubino, é aprovado por unanimidade na Assembléia Geral da
Federacdo. Também nesta assembléia é aprovada a criagdo da Se¢do Educacdo Olimpica, que passa a ser
presidida por Deanna Binder (Canada).

Marcas Historicas daFIEP
Ao longo dos seus 80 anos, a FIEP deixou algumas marcas na histéria da Educagao Fisica Mundial.

12) aFIEP é o organismo internacional da Educacéo Fisica mais antigo do mundo.

2% a FIEP edita a revista (“journal”) internacional mais antiga do mundo e a que mais saiu
ininterruptamente (desde 1931).

3%) a FIEP editou dois Manifestos Mundiais da Educacdo Fisica (1970 e 2000), nos quais séo
estabelecidos o conceito de Educacgéo Fisica, seus valores, suas relagées e seus compromissos.

4%) a FIEP é o organismo internacional da Educacdo Fisica que tem o maior nimero de paises
participantes.
