FIEPAND ITSHISTORICAL ROLE

As the oldest international institution that deals with Physical Education issues on the planet, the Federa
Internationale d'Education Physique, has many responsibilities in that socio-educational field.

FIEP was born from the ideals conceived by some Physical Education intellectuals in reply to the
expectat of the international community. Its genesis is closely related to the History of Physical Education itself. It-
created at a time when all the Physical Education context referred to Ling's proposals. The situation wa much so
that the first emblem of our association brings Ling's portrait, a symbol of Physical Educatio those days.

Physical Education followed its development and simultaneously, FIEP recorded every progress ir
Journal, a publication that was started in the 1920's. International Physical Education personalities gathE at FIEP,
and their prestige attracted members who became delegates. The main Physical Education w congresses that
took place until the 70s were FIEP's.

In 1968, a year when high competition was exacerbated in Sports, FIEP published its Physical Educa
World Manifesto, a real landmark in Physical Education history. That was the occasion when the three sect were
established: Physical Education at School, Scientific Physical Education and Sports for All. Th sections
consolidated their objectives and their historical commitment.

From the 80's on, FIEP started directing its efforts to the developing countries, mainly in Latin America
Arabian Countries.

Now, at the turn of the century, our Federation shows the Physical Education international public that
ready to carryon playing its part in the History of Physical Education by contributing with facts and act: such as:

a) Keeping on publishing the Bulletin d'Education Physique, considered to be the oldest Physical

Educe specialized magazine, in four languages: (English, French, Spanish and Portuguese);

b) Keepinga netthatincluded 124 nations, with delegates at each one of them;

¢) lIssuing the edition of the FIEP 2000 Physical Education World Manifesto, in which a new concel
Physical Education was redesigned (published in several languages);

d) Keeping 4 well defined sections (School Physical Education, Scientific Physical Education, Sport: All
and Olympics Education) and vice-presidents for each continent;

e) Sharing responsibility for the Scientific Research Prince Faisal Prize (three editions of the event I-
already taken place) with the Arabian Federation of Sports. The institution of that award has contribl
with highly valued scientific researches for the improvement of the Arab world;

Holding a great number of congresses, seminars etc. allover the world;

f) Promoting effective interchange with other international institutions;

g) Recognizing great Physical Education world personalities by awarding them the "FIEP Internatil
Cross" medals.

Nascida do ideal de alguns intelectuais de Educagao Fisica e atendendo a expectativa da comunidade
internacional, a FIEP teve a sua génesis ligada a prépria histéria da Educagéo Fisica. Foi criada numa época que
todo o contexto da Educagao Fisica se referenciava nas propostas de Ling e esta situacéo ficou configurada no
primeiro emblema de nossa associagdo, no qual o retrato de Ling simbolizada a propria Educacao Fisica
daquelestempos.

A Educacao Fisica foi evoluindo e a FIEP, paralelamente, registrava este progresso no seu Boletim,
iniciado ainda da década de 1920. As principais personalidades da Educagéo Fisica internacional se agrupavam
na FIEP atraindo como membros os delegados. Os principais congressos mundiais de Educacéo Fisica até os
anos 70 foram da FIEP.

Em 1968, numa época em que se exacerbava a alta competicdo no Esporte, a FIEP editou o seu
Manifesto Mundial de Educacéo Fisica, verdadeiro marco do pensamento em Educagéo Fisica. Ainda foi nesta
época que estabeleceram-se as trés novas se¢des: Educacao Fisica na Escola, Cientifica e Esporte para Todos.
Estas sec¢des consolidaram seus objetivos e compromisso historico.

A partir dos anos 80, a FIEP concentrou esforgos nos paises em desenvolvimento, principalmente na
América Latina e Paises Arabes.

Agora, nesta transacao de séculos, a nosso Federacéo apresenta-se para o publico internacional de
Educacéo Fisica pelo seu papel de continuar a contribuir para a propria histéria da Educacéo Fisica, através de
fatos e agOes, tais como:

a) A continuacdo do Bulletin d'Education Physique, considerado as revistas especializadas mais

antigas de Educacao Fisica, em quatro idiomas (inglés, francés, espanhol e portugués);

b) Umarede de 124 paises, com delegados em cada um deles;

¢) A edicdo do Manifesto Mundial de Educacéo Fisica FIEP 2000, no qual um novo conceito de
Educacao Fisica foi desenhado (publicado em varios idiomas);

d) Com 4 secbes definidas (Educacéo Fisica Escolar, Cientifica, Esporte para Todos e Educacao
Olimpica) e Vice - presidentes para cada continente;

e) Co - responsavel pelo Prémio de Pesquisa Cientifica Prince Faisal (ja ocorreram 3 edi¢cdes) com a
Federac&o Arabe dos Esportes, o qual tem contribuido com investigacdes de grande valor cientifico
paraamelhoria do mundo arabe;

Um grande nimero de congressos, seminarios, etc. espalhados por todo o mundo;

f) Intercambio efetivo com outros organismos internacionais;

In spite of this fact, even knowing
she had a disease, she again, decided to be an example, and demonstrating her belief in the need of permanent
academic improvement, she defended her dissertation. | am deeply touched to transmit to the huge net of FIEP
delegates and members all my recognition for this example and attitude taken by Liisa Heinila, who has now left
us for eternity.

Throughout these SO years, the objectives were renewed and each new context presented by the
succeeding historical periods and FIEP relied on the main intelligences of the Physical Education to cary out this
historical construction.

It has also presented to all related communities two world Manifestos: the first one in 1965 and the most
recent Manifesto in 2000, which brought the new Physical Education concept in accordance with the main
contemporaneous commitments.

Today, FIEP counts with delegates from more than 120 countries. It is recognized by the International
Olympic Committee (IOC) and integrates the Boards of International Council of Sport Science and Physical
Education (ICSSPE), of the Association Internationale des Ecoles Superieures d'Education Physique (AIESEP)
and of the International Committee of Sport Pedagogy (ICSP). Together with Arab Sports Confederation it
promotes the "Prince Faisal Bin Fahad International Prize" (fourth edition).

Also, FIEP awards great world personalities of the research and with notable works in the area of
Physical Education and of the Sport with the "Golden Cmss" prize.

Among the international Congress of FIEP, those of Iguac;u Falls (Brazil), Cordoba (Argentina) and San
Luis Potosi (Mexico) express the strength of our institution in Latin America. In Europe, returning to its origins, the
Federation promoted in 2003 the Eumpean Congress of Caceres (Spain). Besides these events, there have been
the initiatives of encounters, courses, Congress, and symposia promoted by the delegates of FIEP spread
throughout the world.

At this great moment of revaluation of everything that has already been accomplished and of what is still
being developed, one can affirm that FIEP is indeed committed in its role of definitive protagonist of the World
Physical Education.

FIEP AND OLYMPISM

In the year when the Olympic Games are held in Athens, the Federation Internationale d'Education
Physique - FIEP feels obliged to demonstrate its commitment to the International Olympic Movement.

FIEP's creation was already marked by the intention to contribute to the gymnastics demonstrations at
the openings ceremonies of the Olympic Games. Its reference" to Ling Swedish Method qualified FIEP to start
promoting the traditional Lingiads - great festivals of collective gymnastics - developed in a joint work with the
Real Institute of Gymnastics of Stockholm. The evolution of the Olympic Games later naturally transferred the
responsibility to organize the opening gymnastics festivals to the host-cities in every event, having created an
exceptional opportunity for cultural demonstrations. FIEP carried on Lingiads until the first years after World War
Il, when our federation changed its relationship with the Swedish Gymnastics and started favoring a more
universal action. That was the occasion when the 1968 Physical Education Manifesto was published and that was
alandmark of that transformation.

The relationship and the commitment between FIEP and Olympism remained and became ever
stronger.

NOW IS THE TIME TO SEEK THE PHYSICAL CULTURE

Physical Education and Sports have often evolved along diverging paths.

Physical Education was first conceived to be practiced at school, but as of the second half of the 20th
century, it developed to include adults and to become part of the greater domain of Continuous Education.

Sport, inturn, after long being considered from the perspective of performance only, was at last accepted
as an individual right in the 1970s, and earned education status, that of leisure in addition to its previous
perspective of performance only.

These new perspectives of Physical Education and Sports were consolidated by international
documents such as the International Charter of Physical Education (UNESCO, 1979), Physical Education World
Manifestos (FIEP, 1970 and 2000), the Berlin Agenda (ICSSPE, 1999), and the Charters of the Encounters of
Ministers and Responsible for Physical Educations and Sports (MINEPS).

It is evident that at every historical moment within the international context, new documents and
renewing perceptions emerge to create new situations. Nevertheless, everyone's right to Physical and Sports has
remained as an important reference this affirmation can be expressed in the search for a physical culture.

Evidentemente que a cada momento histérico do contexto internacional, novos documentos e
percepcdes renovadoras vao surgindo criando novas conjunturas. Entretanto, o direito de todos a Educacao
Fisica e ao Esporte tem permanecido como uma referéncia importante. Esta afirmacao pode ser expressa na
busca de uma cultura fisica.

SCHOOL PHYSICAL EDUCATION CRISIS IN THE WORLD

Physical Education has been seriously affected in the whole world in the latest years. The decrease in
the number of weekly classes has been the mostemphatic loss.

Such loss is paradoxical when compared to the fact that since early 1990s, international organizations,
such as EUPEA (European Physical Education Association), in Madrid Declaration (1991), as well as UNESCO,
in reiterated documents, such as Punta Del Este Declaration (1999), and Athens Declaration (2004) and ICSSPE
(International Council for Sport Science and Physical Education), in the Berlin Agenda published by the World
Summit on Physical Education (1999) have manifested that School Physical Education should become a priority
and that it should be mandatory for children and adolescents. AIESEP (Association Internationale des Ecoles
Superieures d'Education Physique) has also published the document “The Indispensability of Physical
Education”.

Finally, FIEP-2000 Physical Education World Manifesto, Chapter VI, Article 6 claimed that, in the light of
Physical Education's potential to develop children's and adolescents' psychomotor dimension as well as their
social and cognitive domains, Physical Education must be mandatory in primary and secondary schools,
included in a sequential curriculum.

A CRISE DA EDUCACAOQ FiSICA ESCOLAR NO MUNDO

for Sport Science and Physical Education) na Agenda de Berlim editada no World Summit on Physical Education
(1999), se manifestaram defendendo que a Educacgéo Fisica na Escola deveria ser priorizada, tornando-se
compulséria para criangas e adolescentes. Também a AIESEP (Association Internationale des Ecoles
Superieures d'Education Physique) apresentou o documento “Aindispensabilidade da Educacéo Fisica”.

Por fim, a FIEP, no seu Manifesto Mundial FIEP 2000 da Educacao Fisica, no seu capitulo VI, artigo 6,
considerou que a Educacéo Fisica, pelas suas possibilidades de desenvolver a dimensdo psicomotora das
pessoas, principalmente nas criangas e adolescentes, conjuntamente com os dominios cognitivos e sociais,
deve ser disciplina obrigatéria nas escolas primarias e secundarias, devendo fazer parte de um curriculo
longitudinal.

Itis doubtlessly the highest scientific Premium in the field of Physical Education / Sports in the world (U$

300.000), and its purpose is to develop the sports development in Arab Countries. Approximately a hundred
scientific works from several continents competed for the prize, which was selected by a high level board.
