Invitation

The Board of Trustees of Prince Faisal Bin Fahad International Prize for Arab

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THE AWARD

THE AWARD'S HISTORY

His Royal Highness Late Prince Faisal Bin Fahad Bin Abdulaziz (May Allah Preserve His Soul)
was very much concerned in researches related to the Arabian Sport cases, he realized the
tremendous role of the schools which is considered the platform for creating very distinguished
champions by gaining unique basic skills, based on such realization, His Royal Highness invited
Professor Pierre Sorin President of International Federation of Physical Education (FIEP) to visit
Riyadh in order to strengthen the mutual relationship between the Kingdom and the aforementioned
association as well as exchange of expertise for the best interest of both parties which ended up in
forming and establishment the foundation for Arab Association for Sport and Physical Education.

In 1981

A combined meeting held in the city of Riyadh, Saudi Arabia with Professor Pierre Sorin
President of FIEP such meeting was the birth place of idea to create award and formation of the Arab
Association for Sport and Physical Education.

In 1983

It was the initiative of His Royal Highness Late Prince Faisal Bin Fahad Bin Abdulaziz to
determine an award for the best three researches which contribute to the development of Sport in the
Arab countries in coordination with FIEP.

In 1990

The award decreed to be at international level in coordination with FIEP using four official
languages: Arabic, English, French and Spanish. The value of the award raised to become
USD30,000.

In 1997

A coordination meeting held in Paris between the Arab Federation for Sport and Physical
Education chaired by Dr. John Andrews and His Excellency Mr. Othman Al Saad Vice-President of FIEP
and the General Secretary of the award aiming at creating an international Arbitration Committee for
the award after being at international level, also, to establish and create Arab Association for Sport
and Physical Education.

In April 1998

A meeting held in Rabat between the arbitrators and FIEP in order to plan the required phases
to execute the award.

In July 1998

In Portugal the awards were distributed for the first time during the congress of the
International Federation of Physical Education (FIEP).

In January 2000

In Foz do Iguassu, Brazil, a complete delegation of the Arab Association for Sports Games
representing the Arab and International Assessment Committee at the annual Congress of FIEP in
order to strengthen the mutual relationships and to announce the award at international level,
whereas, the award included in the agenda of the international congress and the value of the award
increased to USD 30,000.
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DEVELOPMENT OF THE AWARD
In the year 2001

His Royal Highness Prince Nawaf Bin Faisal Bin Fahad Bin Abdulaziz decided to form a higher
committee for the award and increase its value up to USD 300,000 three hundred thousand U. S.
Dollars, (100,000) one hundred thousand U. S. Dollars for each topic (the award consists of three
topics), also, HRH decided that the award shall be awarded every two years instead of four years.

THE TIME TABLE OF THE AWARD

- The first Session of the award in the year 1984 and has been awarded during the meetings of
the General Assembly of the International Federation of Physical Education (FIEP) held in Portugal in
July 1988.

- The second Session of the award in the year 1996 and has been awarded in Rabat, Kingdom
of Morocco during the month of July 1996.

- The third Session of the award in the year 2000 and has been awarded in Riyadh, Saudi
Arabia during the month of February 2000.

- The fourth Session of the award in the year 2003 and the award has been concealed whereas
the number of researches weren't sufficient.

- The fifth Session of the award in the year 2004-2005 and the award has been awarded in
Riyadh, Saudi Arabia during the month of April 2006.

- The six Session of the award (2006-2007) announced the winners in Cairo, Egypt,
November 2006. And should be awarded in Saudi Arabia early 2008.

- The Prince Faisal Bin Fahad International Prize for Arab Sports Development Researches
award ceremony in its sixth edition (2006-2007) was held in Damman (Saudi Arabia) on July 18th,
2008.

PHYSICAL EDUCATION TEACHERS ACROSS
FRONTIERS — REPORT ON THE TRIP
THROUGH NORTHERN BRAZIL

FIEP do Brasil and its Regional Delegates
have promoted and organized a project for the
“Physical Education Exchange in Brazilian
Northern Region”, carried out between April 30"
and May 1* 2008.

FIEP's Physical Education teachers across
frontiers have visited the following cities: Belém
(Pard); Boa Vista (Roraima); Macapa (Amapa);
Manaus (Amazonas); Porto Velho (Rondodnia);
and Rio Branco (Acre) in the Brazilian Northern
Region; they have also visited Cobija, in Bolivia,
and Lehten, in Guiana.

The delegation was made up by the
Brazilian teachers Almir Gruhn, Julimar Pereira,
Nelson Schavalla, Rosa Alves and Vilson
Bagatini. They gave lectures and taught mini-
courses to 2,600 teachers and college students,
offering knowledge in the fields of
psychomotricity, recreation, Tchoukball,
dancing, and school and gym physical
evaluation. They have also promoted FIEP by
divulging its Physical Education World Manifesto
and its actions, as well as the CONFEF/CREFs
System (Federal and Regional Physical Education
Council Boards), thus upraising the value of
professionals in that region of Brazil.

FIEP's Physical Education teachers across
frontiers traveled over 14 thousand kilometers in
20 days, and the results will be shown in a photo
exhibit during FIEP's World Congress in January
2009 in the Brazilian city of Foz do Iguagu. Due to
its success, they have already considered the
possibility of going on the same mission to the
northeastern region of Brazil.

Sur plus de 100 pages, I'enseignant d'EPS et I'entraineur sportif trouvent de nombreuses indications
précises, voire des exemples concrets d'exercices et de jeux permettant une éducation systématique
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des ressources psycho-sociales des éléves tant dans la formation physique et sportive générale de
base que dans les différentes phases de la formation spécifique dans différentes disciplines sportives.
Ce livre a la fois théorique et pratique vient a temps pour combler un vide manifeste dans les
systemes classiques d'EPS et dans les méthodes d'entrainement sportif encore souvent tres
directives, voire franchement autoritaires.

Au cours du siécle passé le sport moderne s‘est beaucoup développé et est devenu un des moyens de
communication des mas médias le plus important de notre monde actuel dit global. Or, ce monde
n‘est que tres rarement juste, sincere et lucide. Aussi importe-t-il que les responsables du
I'organisation du sport se préoccupent d'y créer des structures et des relations équitables.

La présente étude s'efforce de comparer I'organisation du sport de compétition de haut niveau dans
huit grandes nations aux structures sportives trés divergentes. Ces nations sont: I'Australie, les
Etats-Unis d'Amérique, la Chine, la Russie, le Royaume-Uni, I'Allemagne, la France et I'ltalie.

L'étude des particularités de ces huit systemes sportifs a porté sur les structures étatiques et sociales,
le financement, le dépistage des talents, la promotion des athléetes de haut niveau, le nombre, la
formation, le perfectionnement, la rémunération des entraineurs et des arbitres, I'organisation des
compétitions sportives, les installations sportives, le contréle anti-dopage, de méme que le milieu
environnant du sport de haut niveau, avec les apports respectifs de la politique, des structures
militaires, de I'’économie, du systéme d'éducation et de formation, la place et les contenus de I'EPS a
tous les niveaux scolaires et universitaires, I'importance des sciences du sport et des structures
d'accueil universitaires et extra-universitaires du sport, de méme que la place et I'envergure
accordée au sport de haut niveau dans les différents moyens de communication, la presse écrite et
parlée, filmée, la télévision et Internet.

Dans leur interprétation, sur plus de 100 pages, des résultats des recherches effectuées, les auteurs
ont surtout mis en évidence les particularités constatées dans les huit systemes de sports de haut
niveau analysés.

Il va sans dire que le degré de centralisation et les structures politiques des huit nations de méme que
leur situation économique constituent des facteurs-clé pour le développement du sport de haut
niveau. Il en est de méme de la différentiation des structures militaires et des systemes d'éducation
et de formation des enfants et des jeunes. En ce qui concerne les systemes scolaires, les responsables
des nations qui briguent des premiéres places dans les compétitions sportives internationales ne se
fient nullement au seul enseignement obligatoire en EPS, mais ont créé depuis longtemps des
structures d'accueil spécifiques permettant aux jeunes éléves hautement doués dans une discipline
sportive déterminée de mener de pair leur préparation et leur participation aux compétitions
sportives et leur formations scolaires et universitaires.

En ce qui concerne la mise a disposition d'installations sportives appropriées, la rénovation constante
des installations existantes semble poser de plus en plus de probléemes. Ainsi, le trés important
développement des activités sportives pour tous et a tous les ages, du sport-loisir et du sport-santé,
dont la pratique n'est pas liée nécessairement a des installations sportives classiques dites «
olympiques », mais affiche de plus en plus des besoins spécifiques, aurait aussi des répercussions
négatives pouvant aller jusqu'a compromettre certaines pratiques sportives hautement spécialisées
comme l'athlétisme et la natation de haut niveau.

Ces problemes préoccupent en premier lieu les nations européennes dites « sportives », c'est-a-dire
qui ont remporté beaucoup de succes aux dans les grandes compétitions sportives internationales. lls
deviennent de plus en plus importants du fait qu'en Europe les différents systémes du sport de haut
niveau sont financés en tant qu'institutions culturelles par le biais des recettes fiscales de I'Etat. Cette
mise a contribution croissante de I'Etat, autrement dit des contribuables, va de pair avec une certaine
mise sous tutelle étatique, sous forme d'exigences de programmes de planification et d'instruments
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de contréle. Or, cette mainmise grandissante de I'Etat est ressentie par les responsables du sport de
haut niveau comme un dangereux préjudice a I'autonomie des fédérations sportives nationales et
internationales.

Inutile donc de dire qu'on est loin d'avoir trouvé un concept ou scheme théorique idéal pour
I'organisation du sport de haut niveau tant sur le plan national gu'international!
